Emergency medical technicians (EMTs) and paramedics are
healthcare professionals who provide emergency treatment,
including advanced life support to patients in emergency
situations. EMTs and paramedics assess the urgent medical needs of a

patient and stabilize their condition until doctors can administer more

specific and extensive treatment. When transporting a patient in an ambulance,
one EMT or paramedic may drive the ambulance while another monitors the
patient’s vital signs and gives additional care. They are able to use life-saving
medications and equipment. Many emergency medical technicians and paramedics work on
ambulances, emergency response teams, hospital emergency rooms, and remote workplaces
such as oil rigs. They may also transport patients from one medical facility to another.

Training & Educational Opportunities

EMTs and paramedics must complete a postsecondary educational program and earn a certificate or an
associate degree. Typically, a cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) certification is required for entry into a
postsecondary educational program.

As an EMT or Paramedic you will:

» Assess a patient’s condition and determine a
course of treatment

» Document medical care given to patients

» Inventory, replace and clean supplies and
equipment

» Report observations and treatment to physicians,
nurses, etc.

» Respond to 911 calls for emergency medical care

» Transport patients safely in an ambulance
