Information security analysts plan and carry out security

measures to protect an organization’s computer networks and
systems. Responsibilities for these workers are constantly expanding
as the number of cyberattacks increases. Information security analysts
must continually adapt to stay a step ahead of cyber-attackers. They must
stay up to date on the latest methods attackers are using to infiltrate computer
systems and on IT security. Analysts need to research new security technology to
decide what will most effectively protect their organization. This may involve attending
cybersecurity conferences to hear firsthand accounts of other professionals who have
experienced new types of attacks.

» Install and use software, such as firewalls and data » Recommend security enhancements to
encryption programs, to protect sensitive information management or senior IT staff

» Monitor an organization’s networks for security
breaches and investigate a violation when one occurs
