What do Industrial Engineering
Technicians do?

An industrial engineering technician assists in facilitating productivity,
efficiency, and safety at businesses or manufacturing plants. Industrial
engineering technicians' job descriptions are varied and may include many
different responsibilities depending on the employer. The industrial engineering
technician applies engineering techniques and principles for safety and efficiency
for various industries and manufacturing facilities. They assist industrial engineers with
implementing designs to use personnel, materials, and machines effectively. They also
prepare machinery and equipment layouts, plan workflows, conduct statistical production
studies, and analyze production costs.

Training & Educational Opportunities

Industrial engineering technicians typically need an associate degree. Community colleges and technical
institutes generally offer associate degree programs, and vocational schools offer certificate programs.
Generally, prospective industrial engineering technicians should major in applied science, industrial technology,
or industrial engineering technology.
