What do Surgical Technologists do?

Surgical technologists are members of operating room teams,
which include the surgeon(s), anesthesiologist and circulating nurse.
They primarily fulfill the first scrub role. Before an operation, they help
prepare the operating room by setting up sterile surgical instruments,
equipment and supplies. They also prepare patients for surgery by washing and
disinfecting incision sites, positioning the patients on the operating table, covering
them with sterile drapes and taking them to and from the operating room. During the
surgical procedure, the surgical technologist is responsible for anticipating the needs of
the surgeon by passing instruments and providing needed supplies.

Training & Educational Opportunities
You will have plenty of employment opportunities as a surgical technologist, but first you will need
to obtain training in the care and safety of patients, sterilization techniques, how to set up technical or
robotic equipment, and preventing and controlling infections. You will also be required to obtain state
licensure through the lllinois Department of Financial and Professional Regulation. Some employers may seek
candidates who have passed a national certification exam, such as the one administered by the National
Board of Surgical Technology and Surgical Assisting.

As a Surgical Technologist you will:

» Check supplies and equipment needed for surgical > Pass instruments to surgeon during procedure

procedures » Set up sterile table with instruments, supplies
» Clean and prepare instruments for sterilization and equipment
» Gown and glove surgeon and assistants
